On May 17th the lockdown rules for
England change again.

This is Step 3 of the government’s

What’s changing?
The rules about meeting up with
friends and family are changing.

You can meet in groups of up to 30
people outside.

What about meeting inside?

You can meet inside in other
people’s houses.

You can meet inside:

 - with another household, as two
households together,

-  or in a group of 6 people from
separate households.
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What about hugs?

You can now give friends and family
a hug and a kiss.

It’s personal choice though so you
don’t have to!

Are there any other changes?
Yes. Many businesses that have
been closed will be able to reopen.

These include cinemas, hotels and
B&B’s.

Some crowds will be allowed to
attend inside and outside sporting
events and performances.

Weddings and Funerals
30 people can now attend weddings
and funerals.

Anything else?

To stay safe we need to remember
Hands, Face, Space.

- Wash your hands regularly,

- Wear a face covering in enclosed
public spaces (unless you have an
exemption).

- Keep a safe distance apart from
others outside of your group.
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If you’re feeling confused about the
changes you could ask someone
you trust to help you understand
them.

A friend
A support worker
A family member
