	Regular support: The Person is able to carry out the domain themselves but will need regular e.g. daily support to be able to do this.  The Shared Lives Carer will be expected to be hands on and more involved across the domains on a daily basis.  More intensive support on some domains or night-time support may be required once or twice a week.


	Frequent support: The Person will need help and support to complete many of the domains.  This will require the Shared Lives Carer taking full responsibility for some aspects of care and providing direct support and assistance several times per day or night.


	Full support: The Person is unable to complete the domain without the full input and support of the Shared Lives Carer.
